Erik had a tyear
contract with Opel, and Danielle, a primary schealkher,
had always dreamed of becoming a mother. They were
thrilled to learn that they would be expecting twirls in
June 2006.

Early in February, at just 23 weeks into the preg-
nancy, Danielle was hospitalized and the couplesoas
told their baby girls had a rare, life-threatenaagdition
calledTwin-to-Twin Transfusion SyndromeDanielle was
alone in a foreign country, with no family, feeliteyrified
and isolated within the four walls of a dreary htsdpoom. Pastor Sam immediately connected héergbt-
house wheremothers and their children lovingly fulfilled theirission to provide Christian fellowship and
support for this young mother.

Daily, Lighthousemothers lifted Danielle and Erik and the twinsinprayer. They made hospital
visits and phone calls, brought books, flowers, imaad encouraged her with a comforting touch. héat
talked to their children about the babies and Lhghse children prayed for the twins. A web of Gtan
love and unity was knit between Danielle and thghthouse family, a web which spread throughouttine
tire congregation. At just 27 weeks into the paagry, Hannah and Emma were born, but within a feevts
hours, Hannah was called home to God, where shéoiveesl six days later by her sister Emma.

Vehicle Owners Need to Act Before 1 October!

As of October 1 2008, Frankfurt will be in a Low Emission Zone
The idea of this is to reduce particles emittedlbyehicles - those
with Diesel as well as those with gas/petrol engjifidne result
(hopefully) will be cleaner air for all of us. A®y can see on the
map below, the actual zone will be marked by thg af highways
A5, A3 and A661.

As of October 1% 2008— only vehicles fitted with a red, a yellow, or @egn sticker will be allowed
within the boundaries shown above.

By January 1% 2010— only vehicles with either a yellow or a greeiclgtr will be allowed

By January 1% 2012 —only vehicles with the green sticker will be adwerk

The stickers are available at your loZalassungsstell&here you had to register your vehicle when you
first got it or at any MOTTUV) station.

Also, some garage¥\erkstatf have the stickers and
the plan is to also have them available at ga®stat
later this year.
