2008 saw the gates finally shut on most U.S. military fa-
cilities after sixty years. This also includes the Hanau
Military Community, once one of the largest garrisons in
the region. To mark the end of this era a unique exhibi-
tion will be on show from 21st November in the Historical
Museum Hanau Schloss Philippsruhe. Focusing on the
common past shared by Hessians and Americans from
1945 till the present day, this important chapter of re-
gional contemporary history will be displayed for the
first time.
