This summer we saw the reali$ation of an exten-

sive search for new seating for our sanctuary.  

Several years ago, we began to explore suitable 

replacement possibilities for the existing 

wooden chairs. The wood had become dried out 

and cracked, with veneer that had come loose 

and was peeling off.  They not only looked terri-

for our Easter Sunday worship or, at the latest, 

before Pastor Sam and Cindy left. Unfortunately, 

there were production delays.  Meanwhile, we 

had to decide what to do with the old chairs, 

both broken and usable, before the new ones 

arrived.   In an effort to be good stewards, we 

came up with alternatives to putting them out 

on the street for the Sperrm:ll pickup. We 

thought the Christus Immanuel Gemeinde could 

use them in their sanctuary at Beethoven Plat$ 

for additional seating, but because the chairs
